One of our focus areas this past year has
been to promote and increase awareness of our
newest certification credentials, the Certified
Nephrology Nurse Practitioner (CNN-NP) and
the Certified Clinical Hemodialysis Technician-
Advanced (CCHT-A). Through these projects,
the NNCC has increased the number of schol-
arships award for advancing the education of
our certificants.
